Wird das Schiff von einem Unfall betroffen oder wird ein Defekt entdeckt, der die Sicherheit
des Schiffes oder die Leistungsfahigkeit oder Vollstandigkeit seiner Rettungsmittel oder
sonstigen Ausristung einschlie3lich der MARPOL betreffenden Anlagen beeintrachtigt, so hat
der Kapitan oder Eigentimer des Schiffes bei nachster Gelegenheit den Flaggenstaat und ggf.
die Klassifikationsgesellschaft zu informieren. Die zustdndige Behorde des Hafenstaates ist
zu informieren, wenn sich das Schiff in einem Hafen befindet. Sofern es nationale Regeln nicht
erfordern, ist zur Vermeidung von Nachteilen der Hafenstaat vor dem Einlaufen zu informieren,
wenn sich das Schiff auf See befindet.

Das angehangte Meldeverfahren stellt die Zusammenhédnge und die mdéglichen Inhalte der
Meldungen dar. Die Dienststelle Schiffssicherheit empfiehlt, ein solches Verfahren bei Bedarf
in das SMS der Reederei zu integrieren und die Besatzungen dartber zu informieren.

In einem Hafen mit fehlenden Reparaturmdglichkeiten missen Funktionsstérungen der
nautischen Ausristung oder der Funkausristung nicht zwingend zu einer Seeuntichtigkeit
oder zu einer Festhaltung des Schiffes fiihren, wenn der Kapitdn geeignete Vorkehrungen fur
die Durchfihrung einer sicheren Reise zu einem Hafen mit Reparaturmoéglichkeit trifft, die
beteiligten Stellen und Behdrden einbindet und das Schiff alle zur Abwicklung des Not- und
Sicherheitsfunkverkehrs erforderlichen Funktionen wahrnehmen kann.

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This circular provides information on the reporting procedure for accident-related and
other relevant damage or defect to the ship and the equipment.

Whenever an accident occurs to a ship or a defect is discovered, either of which affects the
safety of the ship or the efficiency or completeness of its life-saving appliances or other
equipment including MARPOL related equipment, the master or owner of the ship shall report
at the earliest opportunity to the flag state administration and, if applicable, to the class
respective recognized organization. The appropriate authority of the port state shall be
informed when the ship is in a port. Unless required by national rules, for loss prevention the
port state should be informed prior to arrival if the vessel is at sea.

The attached reporting scheme shows the context and possible contents of the reports. The
Ship Safety Division recommends to integrate such procedure into the SMS of the company
as necessary and to inform the crews accordingly.

In a port with no repair facilities, malfunctions of the nautical or radio equipment shall not
necessarily result in unseaworthiness or detention of the vessel provided that the master
makes suitable arrangements for planning and executing a safe voyage to a port with repair
capabilities and provided that the appropriate bodies and authorities are involved, and provided
that the ships radio equipment is capable of performing all distress and safety functions.

Aim of this reporting scheme

Avoid losses by:
= a possible detention by a pport state authority,

= limitations set by the flag administration or respective
class society (recognized organization — RO).

Pre-conditions to be considered

= the condition of the ship and its equipment shall be
maintained to conform with the provisions of the present
regulations to ensure that the ship in all respects will
remain fit to proceed to sea without danger.

= after any statutory survey no change shall be made in
the structural arrangements, machinery, equipment and
other items covered by the survey, without approval of
the Administration and/or RO.

Reporting requirement

Whenever an accident occurs to a ship or a defect is dis-
covered, the master or owner of the ship shall report at the
earliest opportunity according to the reporting scheme.

Be aware that port state authorities:
= may have to be informed prior arrival next POC,
= have to be informed immediately if the vessel is in port.

Reports

For loss prevention the [REgeIM\CH8 may contain:

M details of the circumstances of the accident and the
damage sustained, or

M details of the defect discovered on board, and

M confirmation that the applicable reporting tools of the
company ISM system has been in use (e.g. NC note, a
copy can be a supporting document)

M corrective action plan including
0 mitigation and compensation measures to ensure safe
navigation and the safety of the vessel, crew, cargo
and environment

O repair plan
o confirmation for shore based service or repair
arrangements

For loss prevention the [REZelzyMN\e®] may contain:

M (updated) contents of the Report No.1

0 details of the accident / defect
company ISM tools (reporting, NC)
mitigation and compensation measures
corrective action plan incl. repair plan
attendance shore based service / repair

M the notification to the Flag Administration and/or RO
and confirmation of receipt

M copy of confirmation of RO attendance if requested

Note

In the interest of the company’s loss prevention and in the
course of the ISM Code objective 1.2.3 (compliance with
mandatory rules and regulation) the Ship Safety Division
recommends to follow this reporting scheme by either an
informal note or a systematic approach according to
company’s SMS (e.g. by using a special reporting form).
