Interpretation

'Highly visible colour' only includes colours of strong chromatic content, e.g. pure achromatic
colours such as white and all shades of grey shall not be accepted as 'comparable’ colours.

The above is applicable to the exterior of hull and canopy of both fully enclosed and partially
enclosed lifeboats.
