“Rules for floating docks” has been partly amended as follows: 

 
Chapter 2 CLASSIFICATION SURVEYS 

2.4 Preparation for Surveys and Others 

2.4.1 Preparation for Surveys and Others 
 
Sub-paragraphs -7 and -8 have been added as follows. 
 
7 Unless otherwise specified, third parties engaged in thickness measurements, in-water surveys 
by divers or remote operated vehicles, or tightness testing of closing appliances such as hatches, 
doors, etc., with ultrasonic equipment are to comply with Chapter 2, 3 or 8, Part 3 of the Rules 
for Approval of Manufacturers and Service Suppliers and approved by the Society. 
8 Unless otherwise specified, third parties engaged in surveys and maintenance of fixed fire 
extinguishing systems, portable fire extinguishers, self contained breathing apparatuses, emergency 
escape breathing devices or fire detection and alarm systems are to be any of the following: firms 
complying with Chapter 6, Part 3 of the Rules for Approval of Manufacturers and Service 
Suppliers and approved by the Society; firms approved by the Administration; firms approved by 
duly authorized organizations acting on behalf of the Administration; or firms approved by other 
organizations which are acceptable to the Administration. 
 

 

 

 

 

 
EFFECTIVE DATE AND APPLICATION 

 
1. The effective date of the amendments is 1 January 2016. 
2. Notwithstanding the amendments to the Rules, the current requirements may apply to 

manufacturing works and service suppliers approved by the Society before 1 January 
2016 until 31 December 2018 or the expiry date of their certificate, whichever comes 
first.
