Reason for Amendment 
Within the Society’s various technical rules, there are requirements stating structure, 
machinery, etc., those are not specifically mentioned in the rules may, in principle, be 
allowed when they are deemed by the Society to be equivalent to those specified in the rules. 
The wording of these “equivalency requirements”, however, is somewhat unclear and could 
lead to the misunderstanding that structure, machinery, etc. those are not complying with the 
rules may be acceptable. 
 
Therefore, relevant requirements are amended to clarify their wording so that it does not 
cause any misunderstandings.
